McLeod was not only a Boy Scout leader, he also helped the founding of the
Hamburg-Lovett Fire Department and served as the president for countless
years.Â  
Aside from his work life, Dewey was married to the beautiful Mildred Starling
McLeod.Â  The lively two wed on August 12, 1951 and shared 57 years of
marriage till her untimely death in 2008.
